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We're talking about how to survive in the Kingdom of Godsthseek we began talking about
the Law of Faith. Let’s go on.

The Law of Faith demonstrates that one can be jadtify faith apart from the deeds of the law,
as one confesses with his mouth the Lord Jesus and beahevesheart that God has raised Him
from the dead. The Law of Faith states that if wieelse God and His Word and promise, it is
accounted to us for righteousness and that by this lawestablish the law. Romans 4.

By grace through faith, we believe the promise of Gaalpelieve in His promised Messiah,
Jesus Christ; we are born again/anew, and we are skadred righteous before God. We
receive Christ into our hearts by grace. Ephesiadslit) 1:12, 13; Titus 3:3-7. We believe
Jesus’ promise to send the Paraclete, the Holy SiWe receive the Holy Spirit as being the
Life-Maker, the Life-Producer. We enter the KingdonGafd and learn how to live and to
survive in it. By faith.

Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the Word of Rodans 10:17. Hebrews 11 tells us
that,"...faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidemtkings not seen...without faith
it is impossible to please Him (God), for the one whmes to God must believe that He is, and
that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Hinnesk all died in faith, not having
received the promises, but having seen them afar off agstieged of them, embraced them, and
confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on ttie"gdebrews 11:1, 6, 13. NKJV.

Faith governs all. We believe what God says and e@assured that whatever God says will
come to pass. Whatever the One True and Living God s&gs Thus we read the Word and
hear it in our ears. We attend to it in our hearts.r@uads grasp that word. Deep inside where
we live, the Word also lives.

We believe; we operate on that belief system. W thaitthe eye of faith sees with the mind
of Christ. We believe what we choose to believe and our acteweal our true beliefs. We
believe and then we see: First to the spiritual bga to the physical eye.

This is how the Kingdom works. We are to operate orb#hief system that is connected with
the Word of God, with truth. We are to operate onbdmss of truth. We have discussed already
the Law of Truth. And we are not to doubt as we sadames 1:6-8. We are to trust in the Lord
with all our hearts and not lean upon our own understandimgll our ways we are to
acknowledge God and He will direct our paths - Proverbs$63We proceed with confidence on
what we find to be God’s will - 1 John 5:14-15. As we dpravery thought captive to the
obedience of Jesus Christ, we operate in faith.
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Now remember before, we established that the Law athTis in the mouth and that Jesus Christ
always spoke truly. And He is Truth. He is the embeadinof Truth. Keep that in mind now
because we’re going to be talking about where speeadh.filgrd we’re going to look at 2
passages - Ezekiel 37 and then in Mark 11. But in Ezeki¢hB7is the passage that talks about
the vision of the Valley of Dry Bones and in this pass#ge Hand of the Lord was upon Ezekiel
and He had brought Ezekiel out by the Spirit of the Lawdl set him down in the middle of this
Valley that was full of bones.

God caused Ezekiel to pass among these bones and theneeryengany on the surface of the
Valley and they were dry. That's why we have thesgsatout ‘dry bones’ and then God says
to Ezekiel,"Son of Man, can these bones live? And | answered| Gt God, Thou know.”
Smart Ezekiel, he didn’t pretend to have knowledge thaidet have really.“And God says,
‘Prophesy over these bones and say to them, “Oh drgdydnear the Word of the Lord!” Thus
says the Lord God to these bones, ‘Behold | will cdarsath to enter you that you may come to
life.” And then He goes on about all these things He’s going with these bones “so that you
will know that | am the Lord.”

In verse 7, Ezekiel say&o | prophesied as | was commanded and as | prophesies wiasr

this noise, and behold a rattling, and the bones cam#h&argbone to its bonednd then the
sinews and the flesh, and the skin and all that. Haretwas no breath. And then God says to
Ezekiel,“Again, prophesy to the breath. Prophesy, Son of Marsapdo the breath, ‘Thus says
the Lord God, come from the four winds, oh breatld, lareathe on these slain, that they come to
life.” So | prophesied as He commanded me and the bcaatlk into them and they came to life
and stood on their feet, an exceedingly great arigw this is awesome!

Ezekiel listened to the Lord. As Ezekiel heard, hkep&emember that’s how Jesus said He did
too. “As | hear, | speak.” As Ezekiel heard the voicéhefLord, he spoke. God spoke to
Ezekiel, told him what to say, and then Ezekiel speakisa®e bones and everything. Ezekiel
spoke ouas God commanded hinto speak. Now what we want to point out is that spirit
controls matter. A lesser authority yields to a greaté¢hority. The mind is the ultimate conduit
of the spirit and speech is the intermediate condiiwéen spirit and matter.

Now you know, many today tap into spiritual truths, eves idea that they know. You ask the
people on the other side, in the kingdom of darknesstheydknow that a lesser authority yields
to a greater authority. They know, demons know, thikaity of Jesus Christ and even the
authority of God’s servants.

Remember how they say in Acts, “Jesus | know and Hadw, but who are you?” | heard a
funny thing from a pastor one time. He said, you knowrfeone out there goes to bind
demons or cast demons out and demons know who has audmatityho doesn’'t, the demons
just go, “bind you back!” like that and they just laugh becafuse don’t have the authority or

the power to enforce that authority, it's really a jokae spirit realm understands that spirit
controls matter and the lesser authority will yielctgreater authority. Speech is very important
here in the operation between spirit and matter.

Many today tap into spiritual truths but they fail becathsy deny the atonement of Jesus
Christ. They deny the Law of Righteousness and thedfévaith. They fail to enter the
Kingdom of God and they're trying to gain the kingdom without sttbng to the KING, the
Lord Jesus Christ. They fail to listen to God’s commagisksiand so they are not living out ‘as
in heaven, so let it be on earth.” They are notdanip the Kingdom of God, the rule of God in
heaven, to this earth. Now Ezekiel listened to God. Hkespe God commanded and it was so.
Why was it so? Because he was speaking the command of God.



Now let’s look over in Mark 11. In Mark 11:22, Jesus sdysye faith in God [or have faith of
God, the God kind of faith] for truly | say to you wheesays (and if you have a Bible out you
should really circle thato this mountain, ‘Be taken up [removed; taken away] a&ndalst into

the sea’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believesvtiathe says is going to happen, it shall
be granted him. Therefore | say to you, for all thingsafbich you pray and ask, believe that
you have received them and they shall be granted to $ouwe might say\we have what we
say,” especially if God has commanded it. That's why it’snsportant to pray the Word.

Jesus saysHave faith in God.”Or, “have faith of God,’'meaning the God-kind of faith.

Believe that you have received, and notice the past peefege. To do this, we must seek God.
We have to hear His command, attend to His word, findHiplan determined in heaven. God
is the source and sustainer of all life. There cancb@onbt and no suspicion. What the Living
God says goes.

When we speak of faith, we’re talking about convictimomfidence, trust, reliance, belief. The
faith that saves is something divinely implanted.s &m inward confidence, assurance, and
hearty reliance on and in the true God and all thasays. Faith has an object as well as being
described at times as “the Faith.” We are to trugesus Christ for our salvation.

Temporal faith does not save. It is not trusting Jé&susternal life. Temporal faith is about the
here and now, temporary. And then there’s intelledamd. Many have this kind of faith.
They know intellectually who Jesus is and can everyoellthe gospel, but they are not trusting
in Jesus Christ alone to give them eternal life. efasays idames 2:19: “You believe that
there is one God. You do well. Even the demongbeh-and tremble!”

Jesus had and spoke with a direct authority over thieuspirealm that had an impact in the
natural and physical realm. Saving faith flows from Higesus is the Author and Finisher of
our faith. (Hebrews 12) Our words then flow with cotigic inasmuch and to the extent that
we are aligned to the will and Word of God. Believe wdesus believes.

Again, what we learn from having faith in God or the Gautilof faith is to seek God and find
out His will. We align our hearts and minds to His. sTisigoing to take some study. This means
we have to know our scriptures; we have to rightly divigeWhord of God, to find out God’s
will, not what we think His will is. God’s will is neealed in His Word and the Holy Spirit will
illumine our minds to that word of God and God’s will. ldH@mmand must become our heart’s
desire. “Henceforth to do Thy will O Lord” needs to be ah our highest desires. We ask to
align with His will, His mind, His heart. Then we sgeda the material, physical realm on earth
what God has determined in heaven. And we are not to .d8elxve in the Promise.
Remember the faith of Abraham, Romans 4. And let’smber this principle you have what
you say. Believe and you will see. Believe—it is going to happ—that which you have
received—it will be granted.

Mark 11:20-26. Jesus was hungry as He passed a fig treexpetge to find something on it,
fruit, since it had leaves. He found nothing. He cursedightree. The next morning He and
His disciples passed by that fig tree and it had dried up fhe roots. Jesus had spiritual
authority and all knowledge. He had power and authoHy.has what He says. He believes
and thus receives.

Sin is seen as a debt note. We have a mountain ahdiare in need of forgiveness. Jesus had
gone into the Temple to cleanse the Temple. His hshelébe called a house of prayer for all
nations. Jesus came to bear sin, to be sin-bearse-bearer, bearer of the wrath of God, bearer



of the Glory. Because of who He is and what He kasmaplished in the finished work of the
Cross, our sin can be forgiven. Like that mountaipait be cast into the sea.

God is God-who-forgives. Had the ruling religious leadelfeved, their huge debt note of sin
could be forgiven, legally and judicially. Jesus cleankedlemple; cursed the fig tree. Spoke
about faith. Believe Jesus, who He is and the redeeptivk He accomplished. Move from
“stranded stray to the royal redeemed.” Believe the m®mBelieve your sins are forgiven
because of the Righteous One, without doubting. PAsk. Believe. No doubt. See. Receive.

Who is a God like you, pardoning iniquity and passing ovasteession for the remnant of his
inheritance? He does not retain His anger forevegusecHe delights in steadfast love. He will
again have compassion on us; he will tread our iniquiteerdoot. You will cast all our sins
into the depths of the sea. Micah 7:18, 19 ESV

Read all of Micah 7. It is relevant to right now.

And then Jesus closes in Mark 11:25, 26:

“Whenever you stand praying, forgive, if you have anything agamgine, so that your Father
who is in heaven will also forgive you your transgressidBut if you do not forgive, neither
will your Father who is in heaven forgive your transgiens.”Amen.

Jesus speaks to those who know God as Father and nGojuists Judge. Forgive as Christ has
forgiven you. (Cf. Matthew 18:21-35; Ephesians 4:17-32) Suiuiviee Kingdom of God. And
to those laboring in the Lord:

For Godis not unjust to forget your work and labor of love which yawe shown toward His
name,in thatyou have ministered to the saints, and do minister.vfendesire that each one of
you show the same diligence to the full assurance [ hotil the end, that you do not become
sluggish, but imitate those who through faith and pagienkerit the promises.
