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We are discussing spiritual laws from the scripturesgbaérn life in the Kingdom of God.
Jesus told us to seek first the Kingdom of God and Hisemglsness. We spoke of how to enter
the Kingdom of God. Now we are talking about life in tkatgdom.

Yes, God has laws or operating principles within thegdom of God. To the extent that we
know them and utilize them, our lives go better for ue ddme to know better who God is and
His ways.

We discussed the law of Truth. Malachi 2:6 told us thatiaw of Truth is in the mouth. Jesus
Christ is the Truth. Jesus is the embodiment offTamd as our great high priest, the law of
Truth is in His mouth. The Word of God is the Swofdhe Spirit, that two edged sword
coming out of His mouth as He spoke truly.

We saw how Jesus spoke as He heard the Father and ateHédsaw the Father doing. This is
the pattern for us as well. We emphasize the spiniegdity of the Word of God, the truth
coming out of the mouth of God, the God-breathed Wonad ve discussed the rule - as in
heaven so on earth. Of course we pray for this. Thyb&iblone on earth as it is in heaven, but
this should be a principle that is our heart’s desigesn heaven so let it be on earth.

In heaven, God rules supremely and He is to be acknowledgeHe rules supremely and has
the preeminence on earth as well. We are to give upitidteand idol worship and worship the
One, True, and Living God. We are indeed to hallow thedfathame. Jesus spoke and did as
He heard and saw His Father in heaven. In heaven @eardict will is done. His perfect will is
obeyed -- as in heaven so let it be on earth.

Now we're going to consider the Law of Righteousnées|aiw of Works, and the Law of Faith.
We'll begin by reading from Romans 9:30 — Romans 10:4.

“What shall we say then that Gentiles who did not purgliteousness attained righteousness,
even the righteousness which is by faith, but Israelyngsa law of righteousness did not arrive
at that law. Why? Because they did not pursue it by faithas though it is by works. They
stumbled over the stumbling-stone just as it is writtBehold | lay in Zion a stone of stumbling
and a rock of offense and he who believes in Him willbedisappointed.’ Brethren, my heart's
desire and my prayer to God for them is for their dawngfor | bear them witness that they have
a Zeal for God, but not in accordance with knowledgené knowing about God's
righteousness and seeking to establish their own, tkdeyod subject themselves to the
righteousness of God. For Christ is the end of thefdawighteousness to everyone who
believes.”
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Leviticus 18:4, 5You are to perform My judgments and keep My statutes toitivaecord with
them. | am the Lord your God, so you shall keep My statahd My judgments by which a man
may live if he does them. | am the Lordtis basically ‘do this and you will live.’

So how then is the law of righteousness kept? Sinfubimitpnwhose flesh inclines to evil
cannot do it. The answer is in understanding the Lakaah.The Law of Faith states that
one can bejustified by faith apart from the deeds of the law.

Romans 10:1-13Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God foelssahat they may be
saved. For | bear them witness that they have ad@e@od, but not according to knowledge.
For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and isge&iestablish their own righteousness,
have not submitted to the righteousness of God. For Ghtis end of the law for righteousness
to everyone who believes.

For Moses writes about the righteousness which iseolaw, “The man who does those things
shall live by them.” But the righteousness of faith spaakkis way, “Do not say in your heart,
‘Who will ascend into heaven?’ ” (that is, to bring Ghdownfrom abové or, “Who will
descend into the abyss?’ ” (that is, to bring Christ amfthe dead). But what does it say? “The
word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (ibathe word of faith which we preach):
that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus atidveein your heart that God has raised
Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heae believes unto righteousness, and
with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. k@ Scripture says, “Whoever believes on
Him will not be put to shame.” For there is no distimetbetween Jew and Greek, for the same
Lord over all is rich to all who call upon Him. For haever calls on the name of therD shall
be saved.” Romans 10:1-13 NKJV

This brings the repentance unto life. The Law of Truih sur mouths, and our hearts
appropriate that truth, relying upon it, trusting it, obeying it

Romans 3:27, 28*Where then is boasting? It is excluded by what kind of?lafwork? No,
but by the law of faith. For we maintain that a majustified by faith, apart from works of the
law.”

Here we see that the Law of righteousness refersddience to God. The Law of Works in
Romans 3:27 is contrasted with the Law of Faith. Worksgbteousness fall short to bring
about the righteousness of God. Works done by sinfublngmannot fulfill the Law of
Righteousness so as to bring us life. We fail to nhéit This law however, is superseded by the
Law of Faith. Faith justifies us before God such thatattain to the righteous demands of God
through belief in Jesus Christ, our substitute.

It's kind of funny, but a few years back my husband had Weeking on a sermon coming out
of the book of Job, an Easter message, you know, fvkhat my redeemer lives” and things
like that and he was talking about Job and all the thiregscome upon Job and how Job's
friends would come to him and they were trying to find seewet sin. And we were talking in
the kitchen and | laughed and | said, “oh but Job did haeeet sin! | said, “Job had that first
Adam Humanity Sin; he had that sin that just comes dioovn the imputation of Adam’s sin.”
Kind of like all of us have this secret sin that wéireng with.

You see we're all in that totally corrupt club, togetfdis is the whole point: we cannot have a
righteousness by works. We cannot attain to the rightéemsinds of God through our own



efforts, through works, because wabkvays have this in the background. We are just unable to
please God and sin has been imputed to us through AdamAtam's sin, his cosmic treason.

Jesus Christ takes that away. He is our substitutejrajfelimself voluntarily as a
substitutionary atonement in our place and for our beagsf&urety of the Covenant in His
Blood. We attain to the righteous demands of God ombutfh belief in Jesus Christ. The Law
of Faith states that if we believe God, that is belieNs Word and His promise, it is accounted
to us for righteousness. Romans 3:31 sdys, We then make void the law through faith?
Certainly not! On the contrary, we establish the law.”

Let's just pause here a little bit and come up with awéat | call little ditties here. One that |
have come up with is:

“Believe and you will see. First with the spiritualegyhen to the physical eye.” (Mary
Craig) And another that might help us is:

“The eye of faith sees with the mind of Christ.” (M&raig)

We believe what we choose to believe and our actidlhsaweal our true beliefs. We believe the
promise of God in His promised Messiah and we are saeethred righteous. We believe
Jesus’ promise to send the Holy Spirit, the Pargctete we receive the Holy Spirit. The
scripture tells us that “faith comes by hearing and hgdyy the word of God.”

Hebrews 11 tells us that faith governs all. By the Wafr@od the worlds were framed. We are
to believe that God is and that He rewards those wigedtly seek Him. We have heard
testimonies and you can ask anyone who is a born-agandyeto testify that ‘God is and that

He rewards those who diligently seek Him.” We believainGod says and we are assured that it
will come to pass. God is faithful and He also shatigpHis Word to pass. We are convinced
that whatever the One, True, and Living God says is so.

We read the Word and hear it in our ears, we attertdri@ur hearts. In other words, we pay
attention, we listen up!, Our minds grasp and hold onabWord. Deep inside where we live,
the Word also lives. We believe; we operate on thafmlstem. We do not doubt. The true
believer believes in Jesus, believes Jesus, and éghavat Jesus believes.

James 1:5-8!but if any of you lacks wisdom let him ask of God whoegivto all men
generously and without reproach and it will be given to Biat, let him ask in faith, without
any doubting, for the one who doubts is like the surhefdea, driven and tossed by the wind.
For let not that man expect that he will receive anythioign the Lord being a double-minded
man, unstable in all his ways.”

Boiling it down, God is holy and His ways, holy. Hiaw is holy, spiritual, just, and good. The
demand of God'’s righteousness is obedience—perfect, pérgenaetual obedience. But Adam
sinned; he believed another word, another wisdom, and glungeanity into the estate of sin
and misery. Therefore, the Scriptures say therene nghteous, no not one; and all have sinned
and fall short of the glory of God. We’'re in troutiielks.

The Law cannot give life. It stands there as thedstahof God'’s righteousness. It says, Do this
and you will live. But we cannot attain or merit etéidifa. Titus 3:4-7. When someone
believes in Jesus Christ truly, he is clothed withrifpleteousness of Christ because of what
Christ has done. Christ died, the just for the unjuat, e might bring us to God. We believe it
and put our faith, our trust, in Jesus Christ alone tkenua acceptable to God, who “is a Spirit,
infinite, eternal, and unchangeable in His Being, wisdoomyer, holiness, justice, goodness, and
truth. (Q 4, Westminster Shorter Catechism 1674) We gt toethe Father only through and by



Jesus, the Beloved, the Anointed One, the MessiaHhlinins life. The Holy Spirit is the Life-
Maker, the Life-Producer. Eternal life is a gift,rad gift to all who believe in Jesus, believe
Him, and believe what He believes.

There’s so much more, and we’ll be talking about itt usesremember the Lord our God.
